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PM performs series of rituals in

‘Garbha Griha’ of Ram Temple

The new Ram Lalla idol was conse-
crated at the Ayodhya temple on
Monday, an event led by Prime Min-
ister Narendra Modi who said it
marked the advent of a new era.

Lakhs of people watched the Pran
Pratishtha ceremony on television at
their homes and in neighbourhood
temples, becoming part of the his-
toric event held just months ahead of
the Lok Sabha elections. Along with
the scrapping of Article 370 that gave
a special status to Jammu and Kash-
mir and the implementation of a Uni-
form Civil Code, building a grand
Ram temple in Ayodhya has been on
the BJP’s agenda for decades.

Army helicopters showered
flower petals on the newly con-
structed Janmabhoomi temple as the
Pran DPratishtha ceremony took
place. Celebrations broke out in
parts of this Uttar Pradesh temple
town with people singing and danc-
ing. The PM performed a series of
rituals in the ‘Garbha Griha’ — the
sanctum sanctorum — with the Pran
Pratishtha taking place during the
84-second ‘Abhijeet Muhurta’. At the
end, the PM prostrated himself be-
fore the 51-inch idol that depicts the
child Ram.

The ceremony took place in the
presence of Uttar Pradesh Governor
Anandiben Patel, Chief Minister
Yogi Adityanath and RSS chief
Mohan Bhagwat. Leaving the sanc-
tum sanctorum, Modi moved to an-
other location in the complex to ad-
dress a gathering of about 8,000,
which included sadhus, people
linked to the Ram Janmabhoomi
movement and celebrities from
fields of entertainment, sports and
industry. As soon as he left, the tem-
ple was thrown open to the invitees.

Hundreds rushed in, creating com-
plete chaos in the chamber before
the ‘Garbha Griha’. The PM also vis-
ited Kuber Tila shrine, unveiled a
statue of Ramayana figure Jatayu and
showered petals on workers who
built the temple. The first phase of
the temple built by a trust has so far
cost Rs 1,100 crore. It is expected to
open Tuesday to the public.

Rahul Gandhi’s yatra was
marked with high drama on
Monday as he was denied
permission to visit the Sri
Sri Sankardeva Satra in Na-
gaon district and also from
holding a meeting in the
Morigaon district of Assam.

This triggered a strong
reaction from the Congress
leader who protested and
asked whether Prime Minis-
ter Narendra Modi will now
“decide who will visit a tem-

ple and when”. Gandhi, who
left early in the morning for
the Satra, the birthplace of
15th-century social re-
former Srimanta
Sankardeva, was stopped at
Haibargaon after which he
and other senior party lead-
ers sat on dharna.

He claimed that the au-
thorities didn’t give him any
reasons for stopping him.
“We do not want to create
any problems and simply
pray at the temple,” he told

NASA spacecraft ‘pings’ Vikram

NEW DELHI

A laser instrument onboard
a NASA spacecraft orbiting
the Moon has successfully
pinged the Vikram lander of
the Chandrayaan-3 mission,
the US space agency said.
The laser beam was trans-
mitted and reflected be-
tween the Lunar Reconnais-
sance Orbiter (LRO) and an
Oreo-sized device on the
Vikram lander, opening the
door to a new style of pre-
cisely locating targets on the
Moon’s surface, NASA said.
The lander was 100 km

away from the LRO, near
the Manzinus crater in the
Moon’s south pole region,
when the LRO transmitted
laser pulses towards it on
December 12 last year. After
the orbiter registered light
that had bounced back from
a tiny NASA retro-reflector
aboard Vikram, NASA sci-
entists knew their technique
had finally worked.
Sending laser pulses to-
wards an object and meas-
uring how long it takes for
the light to bounce back is a
common way to track the lo-
cations of Earth-orbiting

satellites from the ground.
However, using the tech-
nique in reverse — to send
laser pulses from a moving
spacecraft to a stationary
one to determine its precise
location — has many appli-
cations at the Moon, the sci-
entists said.

“We’ve showed that we
can locate our retro-reflec-
tor on the surface from the
Moon’s orbit,” said Xiaoli
Sun, who led the team at
NASA’s Goddard Space
Flight Center which devel-
oped the retro-reflector on
Vikram. pri
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ple’s construction to build the foundation
of a strong, grand and divine India of the
next 1,000 years. After participating in the
idol’s ‘Pran Pratishtha’, Modi said in the ad-
dress to a large number of invitees that the
momentous occasion is not merely about
triumph but also humility and underscores
Indian society’s maturity in resolving his-
