It said: “All crew
members, including the two pilots, have been ac-
counted for and there are no reports of any injuries.” et

bridge’s supports, causing

the structure to collapse like
a toy. It tumbled into the
water in a matter of seconds
— a shocking spectacle that
was captured on video and
posted on social media. The
vessel caught fire, and thick,
black smoke billowed out of
it. With the ship barreling to-
ward the bridge at “a very,
very rapid speed,” authori-
ties had just enough time to
stop cars from coming over
the bridge, Maryland Gov.
Wes Moore said. “These
people are heroes,” he said.

Will come out
clean, says Kavitha

BRS MLC K Kavitha said
the case against her is not a
money laundering case but
one of ‘political laundering’.

Rs 2.54 crore
in washing
machine

Australia Ughtens student visa rules

daunting challenge
lies ahead for In-
dian students, espe-

cially from the two speak-
ing States, dreaming of
pursuing higher education
and gainful employment
in Australia. After Canada
and the UK, it is now the
turn of Australia to tighten
student visa rules, as the
country witnesses a heavy
influx of international stu-
dents.

From revising the Eng-
lish proficiency scores to
rolling out a new ‘Genuine
Student Test’, the Aus-
tralian government has
come out with new rules

to allow students into the
country only with genuine
academic pursuit. These
new rules have come into
effect from March 23,
2024. International stu-
dents seeking Temporary

Graduate Visa (TGV) will
now have to secure a mini-
mum of 6.5 band score or
equivalent in the Interna-
tional English Language
Testing System (IELTS)
as against the previous 6

band score. As per new
rules, the applicant has to
score a minimum of 5.5
in each component, in-
cluding reading, writing,
speaking and listening

in IELTS.

Further, the IELTS va-
lidity has been reduced
from three years to one
year, which means the ap-
plicants must submit evi-
dence that they appeared
for the English language
test within one year be-
fore the date of visa appli-
cation. The TGV granted
for two to four years al-
lows international gradu-
ates to live, study and
work after completion of
the course.

Revanth will
join BJP
LS polls:

Says the CM has already started preparations

BRS working president KT
Rama Rao on Tuesday said
Chief Minister A Revanth
Reddy was fostering plans
to join the BJP after the Lok
Sabha elections.
