the weekend in Switzerland.

In the meeting, Modi told
Zelenskyy that India be-
lieves in a “human-centric”
approach. The two leaders
exchanged views on the sit-
uation in Ukraine and the
upcoming Summit on Peace
being hosted by Switzer-
land. In a post on ‘X’, the
Ukrainian President said he
and Modi talked about the
Peace Summit and issues on
its agenda and that he
thanked the Indian Prime
Minister for sending a high-
level delegation to it.

Woman injured in
mine blast, loses leg

A woman sustained severe
injuries when she stepped
on a pressure-activated
mine near Karrigutta of
Venkatapuram mandal on
Thursday. The doctors at
Bhadrachalam hospital had
to amputate her leg on Fri-
day. This comes in the wake
of a continuing face-off be-
tween the outlawed Maoists
and security forces on the
Telangana-Chhattisgarh
border.

The pressure-activated
mine was planted to target
the security forces on coun-
terinsurgency operations.
The woman, D Sunitha, was
among 100 villagers who
ventured into the forests to
visit Beeda Mallana temple
near Doli village. According
to villagers, Sunitha stepped
on the IED, which went off
with a deafening sound.

The villagers initially ran
helter-skelter but gathered
again only to find that
Sunitha had sustained se-
vere injuries on her left leg.

Sunitha sustained
severe injuries when
she stepped on the
pressure-activated
mine allegedly set up
by Maoists

They made a makeshift
stretcher and carried her for
nearly 25 km to Mallapuram
near Palam project. Later,
she was rushed to Venkata-
puram in a car and subse-
quently to Bhadrachalam.
This is the second inci-
dent in which pressure-acti-
vated mines went off in the
last ten days. On June 3, Yel-
landula Yesu was killed in a
landmine explosion sus-
pected to have been planted
by Maoists in the Kongala
Hills forest. The security
forces have recently inten-
sified anti-Maoist opera-
tions along the Telangana-
Chhattisgarh border and
found many booby traps
laid along beaten tracks to
target the police teams.
