The Karnataka government
on Wednesday put on hold a
Bill, which mandated reser-
vation for Kannadigas in the
private sector.

18-month-old dies
in street dog attack

Incident in Jawahar Nagar shocks residents

In a shocking incident, an 18-
month-old boy was killed
when a pack of street dogs
attacked him at Jawahar
Nagar in the city’s suburbs
on Tuesday evening.

The toddler, Vihas, was
playing outside the house at
Adarshnagar in Jawahar
Nagar when a pack of street
dogs pounced on him and
dragged him for some dis-
tance, inflicting severe
injuries.

One of the residents, who
saw this, rushed to the spot
and chased away the dogs.
On being informed, the
boy’s parents, Bharat and
Laxmi, rushed him to a pri-
vate hospital and, on doc-
tors’ advice, shifted him to
Gandhi Hospital where
Vihas died late at night.

The family of Vihas, who
is from Siddipet, came to the
city to earn a living and was
staying at the house of a rel-
ative in Adarshnagar. “It all
happened in just five to 10
minutes. We fail to under-
stand how this has hap-
pened. Our fate has become
like giving away the chil-
dren to dogs,” said the
child’s mother.

The family had planned to
go to their village for a festi-
val (Ekadashi). “But we are
taking him like this,” she
said. The local people com-

8 Indians rescued
from Oman vessel

NEW DELHI

Eight out of 13 Indians on-
board a Comoros-flagged
cargo vessel, which cap-
sized off the Oman coast
three days ago, have been
rescued, official sources
said on Wednesday.

The vessel, MT Falcon
Prestige had capsized on
July 14. Thirteen Indian sea-
farers were onboard the
ship. Nine crew members
— eight Indians and one Sri
Lankan — have been res-
cued, the sources said.

The search and rescue
operations to find the re-
maining crew members will
continue in the area, they
said. The Indian embassy in
Oman has been in contact
with the authorities con-
cerned in the Gulf nation,
the sources said. The vessel

had crew of 16, of
which 13 were
Indians, sources said;
merchant vessel
capsized on July 14

transmitted a distress call
around 2200 hours on July
14 off the coast of Oman,
one of the sources said.
“Our embassy is in touch
with Omani authorities. A
rescue operation for the
seafarers, coordinated by
the Oman Maritime Secu-
rity Center, is on. The In-
dian Navy has also joined
the search and rescue oper-
ations,” a source said. rmi
