MEA admits ties with China not good

External Affairs Minister S
Jaishankar on Monday ruled
out any role for a third party
in India’s border dispute
with China, saying the two
neighbours have an issue
and it is for them to find a
way out. “We are not look-

Jaishankar and Wang met
last week in the Laotian cap-
ital where they participated
in the meetings of the Asso-
ciation of Southeast Asian
Nations (ASEAN). During
their meeting, they agreed
on the need to give strong
guidance to complete the
disengagement process fol-
lowing the military standoff
in eastern Ladakh in May
2020. India has been main-
taining that its ties with

China cannot be normal un-
less there is peace in the
border areas.

Jaishankar’s remarks
came amid the dragging
border row in eastern
Ladakh that entered its fifth
year in May. On July 4, Jais-
hankar and Wang met in the
Kazakh capital city of As-
tana on the sidelines of the
summit of the Shanghai Co-
operation  Organisation
(SCO). The Indian and Chi-
nese militaries have been
locked in a standoff since
May 2020 and a full resolu-
tion of the border row has
not yet been achieved
though the two sides have
disengaged from a number
of friction points.

The ties between the two
countries nosedived signifi-
cantly following the fierce
clash in the Galwan Valley
in June 2020 that marked
the most serious military
conflict between the two
sides in decades. The two
sides have so far held 21
rounds of Corps Com-
mander-level talks to re-
solve the standoff. India has
been pressing the PLA to
disengage from the Depsang
and Demchok areas.

Cong foresight made State
self-sufhicient in power: CM

Chief Minister A Revanth
Reddy claimed that it was
due to the foresightedness
of the Congress to incorpo-
rate allocation of more
share of power to Telangana
in the AP Reorganisation
Act-2014 that helped the
State in overcoming the
power crisis during its ini-
tial years and that the BRS
had no role in it becoming
self-sufficient in power.
Taking part in the discus-
sion on the demand for
grants in the Assembly, the
Chief Minister said the BRS
was misleading the people
of the State stating that it
had made the State self-suf-
ficient in power. The peo-
ples’ representatives of
Telangana brought to the
notice of then Union Minis-
ter S Jaipal Reddy that if the

division of power were
done based on population,
then Telangana would face
power shortages, hence it
should be done based on
consumption, he said,
adding that Jaipal Reddy
took the matter to UPA
chairperson Sonia Gandhi
and Prime Minister Manmo-
han Singh, who agreed to it
and the State got 53.46 per-
cent share in power.
Revealing the generation
capacity, he said that at the
time of Telangana forma-

tion, the installed genera-
tion capacity of TGGenco
was 4,365.26 MW. During
the bifurcation 2,960 MW of
power was conceived and
the projects were commis-
sioned after Telangana
came into being, he said,
adding that the power situa-
tion in the newly formed
Telangana was stable with
the State getting an addi-
tional 1,800 MW beyond its
installed capacity due to the
special provisions in the AP
Reorganisation Act. He said
this enabled the smooth
power supply despite the
BRS government’s failures.
Stating that the BRS mis-
managed the installation of
new power plants, he said
the 1,080 MW BTPS was
planned with sub-critical
technology and was envis-
aged to be completed in two
years at Rs. 6.75 crore per

Study finds new Aadhaar-SIM fraud

Cyber fraudsters are now
employing a unique opera-
tive style of using Aadhaar
cards with outdated pic-
tures of children to falsely
obtain SIM cards for nefari-
ous activities, a study by Hy-
derabad-based Indian
School of Business (ISB)-In-
stitute of Data Science,
Telangana Cyber Security
Bureau (TGCSB) and Cen-
tre of Excellence for Cyber
Security of Telangana State
said.

The study ‘“Telecom SIM
Subscription Frauds: Global
Policy Trends, Risk Assess-
ments and Recommenda-
tions’ says that SIM card
fraud is a significant part of
cybercrimes, and only a ro-
bust identity verification so-
lution can stop such crimes.

The study found that 64.5
per cent of Indian con-
sumers prefer digital KYC
for SIM registration, with
Aadhaar being the preferred
identity document. Notably,
89 per cent of alternative
numbers provided are not

linked to Aadhaar, indicat-
ing a significant gap in veri-
fication processes. “Often
the alternative numbers
used for authentication pur-
poses were linked to other
criminals. The study recom-
mends incorporating online

identification and validation
methods, enhancing elec-
tronic identification
processes and increasing
customer education to com-
bat the fraud,” said Director
TGSCB, Shikha Goel.

The study utilised sub-
scriber data from Customer
Acquisition Forms (CAFs)
from across all telecom
service providers. A total of
1,600 CAFs phone numbers
belonging to criminals re-
ported by people across
Telangana were obtained
and real-time analysis of the
data was extracted using Al
models.

“An extensive analysis of
SIM registration policies in
160 countries was con-
ducted to benchmark global
best practices, offering valu-
able insights for enhancing
local protocols,” said the of-
ficial.

About 15,600 cusecs was
being discharged from
Nandi pumphouse, with five
of its seven pumping units in
operation since Saturday
night.

oration and seepages.

The present storage at
Mid Manair Reservoir
touched 7.19 TMC, as
against its gross storage of
2750 TMC. Around the
same time last year, Mid
Manair had a storage of

20.85 TMC as the project
was filled with advance
planning to support irriga-
tion for the Vanakalam
crops under a string of
reservoirs fed by it.

The storage level in Mid
Manair will be filled to the
level of 15 TMC before giv-
ing water for further distri-
bution or feeding other
reservoirs, including Mal-
lanna Sagar and Ran-
ganayaka Sagar.
