Govt looks to milk LR

Aims at generating Rs 15,000 crore in revenue from scheme

The Congress, which had
demanded that the Layout
Regularisation Scheme
(LRS) be implemented free
of charge while the party
was in opposition, has taken
an about-turn after assum-
ing power. Now, it aims to
generate over Rs 15,000
crore in revenue through the
scheme.

While previous govern-
ments implemented the LRS
on many occasions in the
past, the Congress is looking
at generating nearly twice
the income of the previous
government from the
scheme.

It may be noted that the
land registration value was
revised by the previous BRS

regime in July 2021 since it
was not revised for almost
seven years.

Now, the current Con-
gress government’s decision
to collect the regularisation
fee will be based on the new
land registration value
which came into force from
August 1, and this is poised
to put an additional burden
on beneficiaries.

Further, the government
has also decided to impose
an additional charge of 0.5
per cent on vacant land.
This is despite protests from
the Opposition, particularly
the BRS, which questioned
the government’s decision
to collect the LRS fee, espe-
cially because the Congress
had argued to avoid the fee
earlier.

At least 91 people, including
14 policemen, were killed

Ensure representation for
women, to table Bill soon

NEW DELHI

The Centre is likely to
bring a Bill soon in Parlia-
ment seeking several
amendments to the Wakf
Act, which may cut its ‘un-
fettered’ powers to call any
property its asset, and also
ensure representation for
women.

According to sources,
the Bill is likely to propose
around 40 amendments to
the Wakf Act. The sources
also said it was approved
by the union Cabinet on
Friday. As per the sources,
the Bill proposes to repeal
afew clauses of the Act pri-
marily aimed at reducing
the arbitrary powers cur-
rently held by Wakf
Boards. The claims laid by
the Wakf Board often lead
to disputes. For instance, in
September 2022, the Tamil
Nadu Wakf Board claimed
ownership of the entire
Thiruchendurai village,
which had a majority
Hindu population living
there for centuries. With
this legislation, the Centre
seeks to end the autocracy
of the board.

Some of the key high-
lights of the Bill include
mandatory verification to
ensure a more transparent
process.

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Researchers offer new hope to Parkinson’s patients

Alpha-synuclein (SNCA)
plays in the disease.

It turns out that there are
two forms of SNCA struc-
tures, including amyloid fil-
aments and smaller aggre-
somes.

lished in the Journal of Cell
Sciences (April, 2024), indi-
cated. Of the two forms of

SNCA, the aggresomes are
known to break proteins and
they eventually degrade the
SNCA gene itself. Accord-
ing to the CCMB re-
searchers, there is no safe
balance between the aggre-
somes and amyloid fila-
ments among patients with
Parkinson’s disease, which
indicates that there is aneed
to find a treatment modality
that strikes a balance be-
tween the two. While ge-

neticists from CCMB have
managed to link the role of
SNCA and its two forms, in-
cluding amyloid filaments
and aggresomes, in Parkin-
son’s disease, currently, they
are in the process of check-
ing how to reduce to the
load of SNCA.

There are multiple studies
in the past that link the role
of alpha-synuclein with
movement disorders.
