Revanth’s incompetence led

Al tool to detect
malnutrition

Researchers at the IIIT-Hy-
derabad have come up with
a new Al-based tool that
promises to revolutionise
the way malnutrition is de-
tected among children.
The new smartphone-
based tool, developed by re-
searchers of Raj Reddy
Centre for Technology and
Society (RCTS) at IIIT-Hy-
derabad, represents a sig-
nificant departure from the
traditional practice of man-
ual recording of measure-
ment scales, which are
prone to human errors.
The researchers have
come out with two setups
where the measurement
can be taken with the web
app using the smartphone.

IIIT-Hyd’s Al-based
tool promises to
revolutionise the
way malnutrition
is detected among
children

In the first setup, by placing
the smartphone over the
child’s head, two images are
taken — one of the weigh-
ing scale reading and the
other of the region directly
in front of the scale (on the
floor). In the second setup,
with the child standing
against a wall with a height
chart, a photograph of the
child is captured as well as
of the weighing scale.

SC refuses to
postpone
NEET-PG

NEW DELHI

The Supreme Court on Fri-
day refused to postpone
the NEET-PG examination
scheduled for August 1],
saying it can’t put the ca-
reers of two lakh candi-
dates in jeopardy for five
students who have filed the
petition.

The top court dismissed
aplea seeking deferment of
the NEET-PG which
claimed that candidates
have been allocated cities
that are highly inconven-
ient for them to reach.

A Bench comprising CJI
DY Chandrachud and Jus-
tices JB Pardiwala and
Manoj Misra said judges
are not academic experts.
“How can we postpone
such an exam. Mr Sanjay
Hegde, nowadays people
just come asking to post-
pone the exam. It’s not a
perfect world. We are not
academic experts. There
are two lakh students and
four lakh parents who will
weep over the weekend if
we postpone it,” it said. rmi

MA&UD Minister stated
