Agricultural ~ operations
have taken a severe hit in
Telangana this Vanakalam
(Kharif) season. Due to un-
certainty over irrigation
water and the absence of
Rythu Bharosa investment
support under the Congress
regime, crop production is
likely to be affected. With
less than 50 days remaining
in the season, the cultivation
of major crops such as
paddy, cotton, and pulses is
in jeopardy.

As of August 10, sowing
operations have been taken
up in only 84.6 lakh acres,
just 65.4 per cent of the nor-
mal cultivation area of 1.29
crore acres for the current
Vanakalam season. This is a
stark contrast to the corre-
sponding period last year,
when sowing was com-
pleted in 99.9 lakh acres,
eventually covering 126
crore acres for the entire

tain, have mostly refrained
from cultivation. Com-
pounding these issues is the
depletion of groundwater
levels, which have dropped
by 2.08 metres below
ground level (mbgl) from
6.17 mbgl in July last year to

8.25 mbgl this year, only
worsening the situation for
farmers. While sowing oper-
ations in the erstwhile dis-
tricts of Adilabad, Nizam-
abad and Karimnagar have
been relatively stable, cov-
ering around 80 per cent of
the normal cultivation area,
the situation is dire in the
erstwhile districts of Nalgo-
nda and Mahabubnagar.
These areas, which de-
pend heavily on Krishna
River water, have seen less
than 60% of land cultivated.
The truncated Nalgonda dis-
trict, with the largest crop-
ping area of around 11 lakh
acres, has only 6.2 lakh
acres under cultivation.
Agricultural scientists fear
that this could be Telan-
gana’s lowest crop sown
area for the Vanakalamin the
last five years, resulting in a
significant drop in overall
crop production. Sugarcane,
paddy, pulses, major millets,
oilseeds, and cotton are
among worst affected crops.

the Sebi head as “baseless”
while Adani Group said it
never had any commercial
relations with Buch.
Hindenburg alleged that
Buch and her husband had
undisclosed investments in
obscure offshore funds in
Bermuda and Mauritius, the
same entities allegedly used
by Vinod Adani — the elder
brother of group chairman
Gautam Adani — to round-
trip funds and inflate stock
prices. Sebi in October 2020
began a probe into the shar-
eholding structure of Adani
Group companies after red
flags were raised over the
high concentration of for-
eign holdings in conglomer-
ate’s listed companies.
Madhabi Puri Buch and
her husband Dhaval Buch in
a joint statement strongly
denied the “baseless allega-
tions and insinuations made
in the report”. The same,
they said, “are devoid of any
truth”. “Our life and fi-
nances are an open book,”
they said. “It is unfortunate

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Cyber crooks short circuit TGSPDCL plans!

With the growing number of
cyber fraud incidents target-
ing electricity consumers,
the Telangana State South-

ern Power Distribution
Company Limited
(TGSPDCL), which an-

nounced last month that it
would issue energy bills to its
consumers with a QR code,
has put the facility on hold.
The idea was to ensure
hassle-free payment without

the need for entering the
Unique Service Connection
(USC) number in the util-
ity’s website or app follow-
ing the discontinuation of
direct payment through
third-party UPI apps from
August. However, SPDCL
dropped the idea, fearing
cyber fraudsters may misuse
the facility.

On July 1, the officials of
the southern discom an-
nounced that due to the im-
plementation of RBI guide-
lines, consumers would not

be able to make the payment
of their monthly energy bills
through third-party apps and
that the consumers have to
pay their bills only through

the utility’s website or app in
addition to the bill collection
centres and counters.

Security aspect

According to SPDCL Chair-
man and Managing Director
Musharraf Ali Faruqui, the
company decided against is-
suing QR codes along with
the bills as cyber fraudsters
might use the facility to
dupe consumers. “Keeping
the security aspect in mind,
we have decided not to issue
QR codes along with the

power bills. Cyber fraud-
sters may clone the QR
codes and loot the gullible
consumers. This may turn
into a big scam. Hence, we
decided against issuing QR
codes,” he said.

The decision was taken as
citizens reported some
cases of fraudsters using
SMS and WhatsApp mes-
sages related to electricity
KYC updates and malicious
APK files to manipulate and
gain control over victims’
devices, he said. (SEEPAGE 2)

Three of family
run over by train
