Fund crunch hits
sanitation in GI’s

Even as seasonal diseases
rise and hospitals get
crowded with patients,
many gram panchayats in
the State are struggling to
ensure basic sanitation,
leave aside executing other
works, due to a severe
shortage of funds.

Since February, after the
term of sarpanches expired,
the State government ap-
pointed village secretaries
for gram panchayats.

The hype created by the
Congress government, es-
pecially Ministers, over the
proposed August 15 inaugu-
ration of the Sitarama Lift
Irrigation Project (SRLIP),
and their efforts to take
credit for the project is
backfiring.

According to engineering
officials, it would take an-
other one-and-a-half years
to complete the project, that
too if everything goes ac-
cording to plan. Speaking to
Telangana Today, a senior
engineer, who has been
overseeing the project
works, said only 55 per cent
of the works on the project
were completed.

Estimates worth Rs 4,000
crore were readied for dis-
tributary canals, while call-
ing of tenders and land ac-
quisition was yet to be done
for the canals. About 95 per
cent of the main canal works
were complete while work
on the Sathupalli trunk
canal and the Palair link
canal was yet to be com-
pleted. An amount of Rs 160
crore was yet to be paid for
the land acquired for the
canals, he said.

The previous BRS gov-
ernment had initiated the
project in February 2016 to
irrigate 7.87 lakh acres in
erstwhile Khammam and
Mahabubabad districts with
hydrology clearance of
67.05 TMC. The project is
divided in eight packages.
