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State’s revenue
crisis deepens

Receipts continue to fall short of targets

Telangana’s financial health
is under significant strain as
the State government’s rev-
enue receipts continue to
fall short of its ambitious
targets, raising concerns
about its ability to manage
mounting debts.

At the end of the first half
of the current fiscal year i.e.
April-September, the State
government managed to
collect only Rs 73,941 crore,
just 33.42 per cent of its an-
nual revenue target of Rs
2.211akh crore.

This indicates a sharp de-
cline compared to the same
period last year when the
State collected Rs 87,207
crore, now trailing by Rs
13,266 crore. Compared to
the monthly targets, the
State is falling short by
about Rs 2,000 crore each
month in revenue collec-
tions compared to the last fi-
nancial year. There is a sig-
nificant gap that
underscores the fiscal chal-
lenges Telangana faces.

According to audit re-
ports till August, the State’s
revenue receipts from April
to August were Rs 01,618
crore or 27.85 per cent of the
annual target. The State’s
tax revenue during this pe-
riod amounted to Rs 57,722
crore, marginally higher
than the previous year’s Rs
55441 crore but still far
below expectations.

Key components of
Telangana’s revenue mix
are struggling to meet their
targets. The GST revenue
stands at Rs 20,500 crore,
well short of the annual tar-
get of Rs 58,594 crore. Rev-
enue from Stamps and Reg-
istrations reached only Rs
6,390 crore, against a target
of Rs 18,229 crore, while
Sales Tax collections
amounted to Rs 13,487 crore,
compared to the expected
Rs 33,449 crore. Similarly,
State Excise revenue stood
at Rs 7,807 crore out of an

annual target of Rs 25,617
crore. The State’s share of
union taxes was recorded at
Rs 6,220 crore, of the esti-
mated Rs 18,384 crore,
showing a substantial short-
fall in Central transfers.
Non-tax revenue, an impor-
tant stream, delivered a dis-
mal Rs 1,449 crore, against a
projection of Rs 35208
crore. Additionally, the
State received only Rs 2,447
crore in grants-in-aid from
the Centre, far below the
Budget estimate of Rs 21,636
crore.

Jaishankar
calls UN ‘old
company’

External Affairs Minister S
Jaishankar on Sunday took
a critical view of the
United Nations, saying it
was “like an old company”,
not entirely keeping up
with the market but occu-
pying the space. During an
interaction at the Kautilya
Economic Conclave here,
he also said that two very
serious conflicts are going
on in the world. “And
where is the UN on them,
essentially a bystander,”
the Minister said.

Inresponse to a query on
the possible outcome of the
US elections, he said the
US actually has “made a
shift”, geopolitically and in
its economic outlook, and
irrespective of the out-
comes in November, many
of these trends will “inten-
sify” in the days to come.
Jaishankar took part in the
interactive session on
‘India and the Globe’ and
spoke of India’s role and
challenges amid changing
global dynamics.

“So, we are both a lifting
tide and a bit of paradoxical
one, a ballast as well,” Jais-
hankar said as he enumer-
ated some of the steps
India has taken to help
other countries, including
its neighbours such as Sri
Lanka. Asked about his up-
coming visit to Pakistan to
attend a summit of the
SCO, he again sought to
rule out any bilateral talks
with his Pakistani counter-
part. “I am going there for
a certain job, a certain re-
sponsibility. And, I take my
responsibilities seriously,”
Jaishankar said. (SEE PAGE 2)

HYDERABAD: The Vishwa Hindu Parishad (VHP) State
unit issued a diktat to make Aadhaar card mandatory
for participants in garba and dandiya festivities during
the nine-day Navratri in the State. In a statement, VHP
national spokesperson R Shashidhar said festival organ-
isers should make Aadhaar compulsory to verify cre-
dentials of participants. They should apply tilak (red
vermillion) on the forehead and tie kalva (red thread) on
the wrist, he said. He warned that the police and the
government would be responsible for any untoward in-

cident during the festival.

2kg human hair found in woman’s stomach

LUCKNOW: Doctors in Bareilly have extracted 2 kg

of human hair from inside a 21-year-old woman, who
had been eating it for the last 16 years, plucking it

on the sly whenever she would get a chance. Clinically
diagnosed as trichophagia, or Rapunzel Syndrome,
the psychological condition involves the victims
picking their own hair for ingestion. The hair had com-
pletely “captured the cavity” of her stomach and even
some part of her intestine, doctors said. The Kargaina
resident was diagnosed with the condition on
September 20 when the accumulation of hair was de-

19 dead in strike on Gaza

Israel hits mosque sheltering displaced people

An Israeli strike on a
mosque in the Gaza Strip
early Sunday killed at least
19 people, Palestinian offi-
cials said, as Israel intensi-
fied its bombardment of
northern Gaza and southern
Beirut in a widening war
with Iran-allied militant
groups across the region.

Displaced people were
sheltering at the mosque
that was struck near the
main hospital in the central
town of Deir al-Balah. A fur-
ther four people were killed
in a strike on a school shel-
tering displaced people near
the town.

The Israeli military said
both strikes targeted mili-
tants, without providing ev-
idence. Israel is still battling
Hamas in Gaza a year after
the group’s attack on Israel,
and has opened a new front

Farmer dies over
crop loan waiver

A 59-year-old farmer from
Chief Minister A Revanth
Reddy’s home district —
Mahabubnagar — died, re-
portedly of a cardiac arrest
due to depression for not

getting the crop loan
waiver amount.
Somla from Uranc-

huthanda village took a
loan from the bank last
year. With interest, the
loan amount reached Rs
87,300. He reportedly sub-
mitted the necessary docu-
ments for the loan waiver
to the bank officials, and
since then, he was waiting
for his loan to be waived.

Somla’s family members
claimed that he used to al-
ways say that even though
he was eligible for the crop
loan waiver scheme, the
government did not in-
clude his name on the ben-
eficiaries list. He died due
to cardiac arrest on Sunday
as he was worried whether
the loan waiver would
come or not.

IRAN WARNS OF STRONGER RETALIATION

DAMASCUS: Iranian Foreign Minister Seyyed Abbas
Araghchi said that Iran supports a ceasefire in Gaza and
Lebanon, and warned Israel that his country would re-
spond proportionately to any attacks, and if necessary,
with greater force. In a press conference wrapping up
his one-day visit to Syria, Araghchi reaffirmed Iran’s
commitment to standing by the “resistance” against Is-
rael, noting that the country will continue its aid and co-
ordination with Syria to support displaced Lebanese
refugees, Xinhua news agency reported. “There are two
urgent issues on our agenda: addressing the needs of
Lebanese refugees and securing a ceasefire in Gaza and

Lebanon,” Araghchi said. ians

in Lebanon against Hezbol-
lah, which has been trading
fire with Israel along the
border since the war in Gaza
began. Israel has also vowed
to strike Iran itself after
Tehran launched a ballistic
missile attack on Israel last
week.

Harish exposes CM’s
claims on loan waiver

OR codes on anti-cancer drugs soon

To discourage criminals
from producing counterfeit
anti-cancer drugs, very
soon, drug manufacturers
will start implementing
mandatory QR codes on the
packs of all the medicines
meant for patients.

Based on reports and min-
utes of the recent meeting of
the Drugs Technical Advi-
sory Board (DTAB) of the
Drug Controller General of
India (DCGI), the move to
provide QR codes on anti-
cancer drugs was taken fol-
lowing reports that un-
scrupulous individuals were
colluding with hospital
pharmacies and refilling
empty vials of expensive
anti-cancer medicines with

counterfeit drugs. The fake
anti-cancer drugs, which are
refilled in empty vials, are

Officials say fake anti-cancer drugs, which are
refilled in empty vials, are mixed with genuine
stocks and sold to unsuspecting cancer patients

mixed with genuine stocks
and sold to unsuspecting
cancer patients, putting the

lives of patients at risk. The
fake or counterfeit drugs are
sold at market prices, gener-
ating a windfall for the
counterfeiters, but at the
cost of the patients.

Strict instructions
The drug regulatory author-
ities decided to issue strict
instructions to drug manu-
facturers to implement or
provide QR codes on anti-
cancer drugs. Apart from
providing genuine informa-
tion related to the stock of
cancer drugs to the patients,
the QR codes are also ex-
pected to enable the regula-
tory authorities to rigor-
ously track and trace every
vial and strip of the medica-
tion that is being marketed
in India.
