Candidates meet KTR, urge government to defer exam till court delivers its verdict on 22 pending cases

Group-I aspirants from
Ashok Nagar and other
areas on Thursday met BRS

Why disparity in

Questioning the rationale
behind different MSPs for

Bangladesh’s

she fled on August 5.

Immigrants in
Assam before 71
to get citizenship

NEW DELHI

In a significant judgement,
the Supreme Court upheld
the constitutional validity
of Section 6A of the Citi-
zenship Act which grants
Indian citizenship to immi-
grants from Bangladesh
who entered Assam before
March 25,1971
ChiefJustice of IndiaDY
Chandrachud and Justices
Surya Kant, MM Sundresh,
and Manoj Misra under-
scored the necessity for
more robust policy meas-
ures to curb illegal immi-
gration. The verdict is be-
lieved to give a boost to
those opposed to grant of
Indian citizenship to immi-
grants who entered Assam
after March 25, 1971. Ac-
cording to the provision, all
those who came to Assam
on or after January 1, 1966,
but before March 25, 1971,
from Bangladesh at the
time of commencement of
Citizenship (Amendment)
Act, 1985, and since then
are residents of Assam, can
register for Indian citizen-
ship. Asaresult, the provi-
sion fixes March 25,1971, as
the cut-oft date for granting
citizenship.
