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Telangana finances
under severe strain

First half of FY 24-25 sees decline in revenue, capital receipts

Telangana’s fiscal perform-
ance in the first half of the fi-
nancial year 2024-25 has
shown a marked decline in
revenue and capital receipts
compared to the same pe-
riod last year. The State re-
alised Rs 1,08,011 crore in
total receipts, which is
around 39.41 percent of the
Budget estimates of Rs
2,74,057 crore.

Shockingly, the net bor-
rowings of Rs 32,536.26
crore till September this fis-
cal form nearly 30 per cent
of the total receipts. During
the previous fiscal, the State
realised around 45.62 per
cent of the Budget estimates
ie. Rs 118,559 crore of Rs
2,59,862 crore.

The overall revenue re-
ceipts reported a significant
slump, achieving only 34.1
per cent of the Budget esti-
mates by September. This
falls short of last year’s 40.27
per cent mark — a worrying
factor about the strained
State revenues.

The State’s Own Tax Rev-
enue (SOTR), the largest
component of the revenue
receipts, witnessed a de-

Cause for concern
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cline, reaching 41.91 per cent
of the Budget estimate com-
pared to last year’s 43.73 per
cent. The SoTR collections
are pegged at Rs 68,905.8
crore against the target of Rs
1,64,397.64 crore. This de-
cline is partly due to a lower
GST collection rate of 42.21
per cent, which lagged be-
hind the 44.45 per cent
achieved in the previous fis-
cal year. The GST collec-
tions are pegged at Rs
24,732.12 crore.

However, not all sectors
faced downturns. Sales tax
collections rose sharply to

48.08 per cent of the Budget
estimate, a substantial im-
provement over the previ-
ous year’s 37.75%, suggest-
ing robust local market
activity. Yet, these gains are
offset by sharp drops in
other streams, especially ex-
cise duties, which slumped
to 37.06 per cent, a drastic
fall from last year’s 61.63 per
cent, raising concerns about
the sustainability of State
revenue sources.

During the same period,
the capital receipts, vital for
infrastructure development,
also saw a downturn, hitting

‘Cong creating reign of

HC directive to

Justice B Vijaysen Reddy of
the Telangana High Court
on Monday directed the
Mokila police not to take
any coercive steps against
Raj Pakala, businessman
and brother-in-law of BRS
working president KT
Rama Rao, as long as he co-
operated with the 41 A no-
tices issued to him.

The judge, conceding
with Raj Pakala’s counsel
that one day was not suffi-
cient for responding to the
41 A notice, granted a fur-
ther time of two days for re-
sponding. The judge also
granted liberty to the peti-
tioner to take the assistance
of an advocate while re-
sponding to the police no-
tices. Raj Pakala had moved
the High Court in a lunch

motion petition seeking a
stay of the criminal pro-
ceedings initiated against
him. He told the court that
police were acting illegally
in serving a notice at 8.30
am to appear before the po-
lice station by 11 am.

Senior counsel Mayur
Reddy, appearing on behalf
of Raj Pakala said that there
was apprehension of arrest
if the petitioner appeared
before the police. He said
the petitioner’s family was
conducting a housewarm-
ing ceremony with children
and elderly attending the
family get-together. How-
ever, a crime was registered
to tarnish the political
image of the brother-in-law
of the petitioner, BRS work-
ing president KT Rama Rao,
and no narcotic substances
were traced as alleged by
the police.

ERC rejects
proposal on hike
in fixed charges

In a major relief to domes-
tic consumers using power
over 300 units, the Telan-
gana State Electricity Reg-
ulatory Commission
(TGERC) has rejected the
proposal of the two dis-
coms to increase the fixed
charge from Rs 10 to Rs. 50
per kilowatt for the finan-
cial year 2024-25.
However, the Electricity
Regulatory Commission
has allowed the discoms to
increase fixed charges for
consumers using power
over 800 units to Rs.50 per
KW per unit from the cur-
rent Rs. 10. Since the dis-
coms did not propose an
increase in tariff of domes-
tic consumers, there will
be no change in the traffic
for the current financial
year.

Census process likely
from early 2025

No decision on caste census yet, say sources

NEW DELHI

The much-delayed decadal
census exercise and the
work to update the National
Population Register (NPR)
are likely to begin early 2025
and the data will be declared
by 2026, thus changing fu-
ture census cycles com-
pletely, official sources said.
However, no decision has
been taken yet on whether
caste census will also be car-
ried out along with the gen-
eral census.

The country’s population
count has been conducted
every 10 years since 1951, but
the census work in 2021
could not be carried out due
to the Covid-19 pandemic.
So far, no formal announce-
ment has been made on its
next schedule.

“In all probability, the
work for the census and the
NPR will begin early next
year and the population data
will be announced by 2026.
With this, the census cycle
is likely to be changed. So, it
will be 2025-2035 and then
2035-2045 and so on in fu-
ture,” sources privy to the
thinking of the government
said. The Office of the Reg-
istrar General and Census
Commissioner had pre-
pared 31 questions to be
asked to the citizens during

the census exercise. These
questions include whether
the head of the household
belongs to SC or ST and
other family members as
asked in the previous cen-
sus. Opposition Congress
and the RJD are among the
political parties which have
been demanding a caste
census so that the total
OBC population in the
country is known. “The
government has not yet
taken any decision on caste
census,” a source said. It is

to be seen whether the gov-
ernment will go ahead with
the delimitation exercise,
which is due in 2026, after
the census data is pub-
lished. Several political
leaders from Southern
States have expressed their
apprehensions over the
possibility of their States
losing out on Lok Sabha
seats and thereby their po-
litical clout as they have
been successful in popula-
tion control, unlike the
Northern States. (SEEPAGE 2)
