KTR slams govt for targeting poor and middle-class people

Raising concerns over the
State government’s re-
ported decision to halt reg-
istrations in gram panchayat
layouts within the Hyder-
abad Metropolitan Develop-
ment Authority (HMDA)
limits, BRS working presi-
dent KT Rama Rao has cau-
tioned that this could be a
move to levy the so-called
Rahul-Revanth tax (RR
Tax) on yet another seg-
ment.

Questioning the rationale
behind the decision and call-
ing it ill-advised, Rama Rao
criticised the government
for targeting the poor and
middle-class people who
have purchased plots in
these layouts. He empha-
sised that the decision to
stop registrations was unfair
and unjust, as it punishes in-
nocent buyers for the mis-
takes of others. He re-
minded that during the
previous Congress govern-
ment’s tenure, hundreds of
GP layouts were approved,
and now the same govern-
ment was refusing to regis-
ter these plots. Stating that

‘STATE WITNESSING EMERGENCY DAYS’

HYDERABAD: Coming down heavily on the Congress government for filing cases
against those who question its actions, intimidating those who demand their rights

and suspending those who fight back, BRS working president K T
Rama Rao called it a ‘dictatorial regime’ that had deprived people of
their rights. Responding to the Statewide implementation of the
Police Act, he said that after 10 years of breathing freely, Telangana

was once again experiencing the days of Emergency.

“In democratic Telangana, we are waking up to the sound of
boots, reminiscent of the days of the Emergency,” he said “The Con-
gress government is building a regime of repression,” he said, rais-
ing his concerns over the Statewide implementation of the Police
Act, likening it to the days of emergency. In a series of posts

on social media platform X, Rama Rao voiced his discon-
tent with the current situation in Telangana. He empha-
sised that struggle was not new to Telangana and that
the spirit of resistance is ingrained in the land. “We

will resist this repression by upholding our natural
spirit,” he declared, adding that the BRS would fight

for the restoration of democracy in Telangana.

Reddy was conspiring to
collect RR taxes from the
poor and middle-class peo-
ple, he said the government
was creating new problems
instead of solving existing
ones.

He demanded the govern-
ment to allow registrations
in GP layouts where LRS
(Layout Regularisation
Scheme) fees have been
paid, as promised during the
elections.

LeT commander
killed in J&K

SRINAGAR

In a huge achievement for
the security forces, a top
Pakistani commander of the
banned Lashkar-e-Taiba
(LeT) outfit and two other
terrorists were killed in two
separate encounters in
Jammu and Kashmir’s Sri-
nagar and Anantnag dis-
tricts on Saturday.

The LeT commander,
identified as Usman, was ac-
tive in the valley for several
years and was also involved
in the killing of Inspector
Masroor Wani, a senior po-
lice officer said. Wani was
shot dead from close range
while he was playing cricket
in the Eidgah ground here in
October last year. Usman
was active in the valley for a
very long time and was in-
volved in several attacks,
the officer said, adding that

his killing is a “major blow”
to the LeT in Jammu and
Kashmir. “Usman was the
seniormost Pakistani LeT
commander here,” he said.

Four security forces per-
sonnel were also injured in
the Srinagar encounter. Se-
curity forces launched a
cordon-and-search opera-
tion in the densely-popu-
lated locality of Khanyar in
the interior city here fol-
lowing inputs about the
presence of terrorists in
the area. The search opera-
tion turned into an en-
counter as the terrorists
opened fire at the search
party, which retaliated, a
police official said.

During the operation, a
fire broke out in the house
where the terrorists were
holed up and thick grey
smoke was seen billowing
into the sky. (SEEPAGES2,7)

Summons Canadian High Commiission official

India on Saturday said it
has protested in the
strongest possible terms
the references made by a
Canadian Minister about
Union Home Minister
Amit Shah and warned that
such “absurd and baseless”
allegations will have seri-
ous consequences for bi-
lateral ties.

The comments by the
spokesperson of the Min-
istry of External Affairs
(MEA) came after
Canada’s Deputy Foreign
Affairs Minister David
Morrison alleged that Shah
ordered a campaign of vio-
lence, intimidation and in-
telligence-gathering tar-
geting Sikh separatists
inside Canada.

Morrison had also told
Canadian Parliament
members of the national
security committee that he
had confirmed Shah’s name
to The Washington Post,
which first reported the al-
legations. Replying to
queries during a weekly
press briefing here, MEA
spokesperson  Randhir
Jaiswal said such irrespon-
sible actions will have seri-
ous consequences for bilat-
eral ties.

Amid an ongoing
diplomatic row, India is named fifth after China, Russia,
Iran and North Korea in the National Cyber Threat Assess-
ment 2025-2026 (NCTA 2025-2026) report. “We assess
that Indian state-sponsored cyber threat actors likely con-
duct cyber threat activity against Government of Canada
networks for the purpose of espionage,” the report said. rni

9 junior lecturers sacked for fake certificates

In a shocking revelation that
has come to the fore, about
nine junior lecturers, work-
ing in the government junior
colleges (GJCs), have been
sacked after it was found
that they had submitted fake
certificates in a bid to regu-
larise their jobs.
Meanwhile, certificates of
nearly 100 other junior lec-
turers are also under the
scanner of the Commission-

erate of Intermediate Educa-
tion. The situation is partic-
ularly alarming given one of
the sacked lecturers report-
edly produced a fake SSC
certificate. According to of-
ficial sources, in most cases,
postgraduate certificates are
fake. The sackings are part
of broader scrutiny into the
authenticity of the academic
qualification submitted by
the contract junior lecturers
who have served in the gov-
ernment junior colleges for
the last 15-20 years.

Contract junior lecturers
were engaged way back in
the 2000s to fill vacant posi-
tions. The appointments
were based on the examina-
tion, followed by academic
records security. The RJDIE
office, responsible for scru-
tinising the academic
records of candidates, failed
to detect these fake certifi-
cates despite their long-
standing service. Last year,
the State government issued
orders regularising services
of 3,093 junior lecturers,

subject to the condition that
educational qualifications,
age, local status etc., were
genuine. During certificates
scrutiny, fake certificates
issue came to the fore,
prompting the Commission-
erate to cross-verify the ac-
ademic credentials of nearly
another 100 junior lecturers
with their respective univer-
sities. This scrutiny raised
the possibility that more in-
stances of fraudulent certifi-
cates may be uncovered. “If
certificates of all regularised

junior lecturers are scruti-
nised thoroughly, we are ex-
pecting at least 100 to have
produced fake certificates,”
said a senior official.

According to the official,
most certificates produced
by the candidates were from
Kakatiya University and Os-
mania University. “We have
written to the universities
seeking the genuineness of
the certificates. But there is
a tardy response, which is
delaying the process,” the
official added.

Now, tribal people
hit the streets

Public anger against the
Congress  government’s
failure to implement its poll
promises is on the rise.
