Clashes at Hindu
temple in Canada

Ex-sarpanches stage protest, held

Technical glitch disrupts
Hyd Metro services

BRS working president KT
Rama Rao on Monday held
the Congress government
responsible for derailing
Telangana’s decade-long
progress within a year of its
rule, pushing the State into a
crisis with hollow electoral
promises and failed policies. 

Reprimanding the Con-
gress for its anti-people ac-
tions, he demanded Con-
gress leader Rahul Gandhi
to apologise to the people of
Telangana for deceiving
them with Six Guarantees
and ‘420 promises’. 

“Rahul Gandhi, who
promised to respond to
Telangana’s call within sec-
onds, has been silent for an
entire year, while the Con-
gress’ rule has halted the
State’s prosperity and be-
came responsible for peo-
ple’s woes,” he said in an
open letter addressed to
Rahul Gandhi ahead of the
latter’s visit to Telangana. 

The BRS working presi-
dent criticised the Congress
government for deceiving
the people of Telangana,
promising to deliver its Six
Guarantees and ‘420 prom-

ises’ within 100 days. “But
even after 300 days in
power, the Congress deliv-
ered nothing but disappoint-
ment,” he said, pointing out
that only the single promise
of free bus for women had
been implemented out of all
the promises made.

Suicides

Rama Rao pointed out that
farmers, job aspirants, stu-
dents, police, government
employees, handloom work-
ers and auto drivers, as well
as HYDRAA and Musi river
project victims, have all
been forced to hit the streets
and protest under the Con-
gress regime. Citing an
alarming rise in suicides

among struggling farmers
and artisans, he said the
Congress government’s
policies had thrown the
poor and the middle class
onto the streets.

“The Congress govern-
ment should be credited for
achieving the unthinkable
by getting the police person-
nel and their families beaten
up by their fellow police-
men for staging protests
seeking better work envi-
ronment,” he said.

The BRS working presi-
dent lambasted Telangana
Congress leaders, including
Chief Minister A Revanth
Reddy, for evading respon-
sibility and misleading the
public. He stated that the

Congress exploited the peo-
ple’s trust, with no loan
waivers for farmers, no
promised bonuses, and no
progress in agriculture or
public welfare. He criticised
the Congress for abandon-
ing its responsibility of en-
suring the welfare of all
communities in the State,
after coming to power.

“Your Chief Minister im-
posed an unending ‘RR tax’
on people, creating a breed-
ing ground for corruption.
The Congress leaders are
drawing psychotic pleasure
by harassing people of
Telangana,” he wrote, fur-
ther charging the Congress
with turning Telangana into
a hub for scams.  (SEE PAGE 2)

KTR demands Rahul to apologise to people for deceiving them

OTTAWA

Protestors carrying Khalis-
tani flags clashed with peo-
ple at a Hindu temple in
Brampton, triggering con-
demnation by Prime Minis-
ter Justin Trudeau who said
every Canadian has the
right to practise their faith
freely and safely. 

On Sunday, Peel Regional
Police said that a protest oc-
curred at the Hindu Sabha
temple in Brampton and un-
verified videos circulating
on social media appeared to
show demonstrators hold-
ing banners in support of
Khalistan, Canadian Broad-
casting Corporation re-
ported. 

The videos showed fist
fights and people striking
each other with poles on
what appears to be the
grounds surrounding the
Hindu Sabha Mandir tem-
ple, the report added. Taking
to X, Trudeau thanked the

local authorities for the swift
response to protect the com-
munity and probe this inci-
dent. “The acts of violence at
the Hindu Sabha Mandir in
Brampton today are unac-
ceptable. Every Canadian
has the right to practice their
faith freely and safely.
Thank you to the Peel Re-
gional Police for swiftly re-
sponding to protect the
community and investigate
this incident,” Trudeau said
in a post on X on Monday. 

Meanwhile, the High
Commission of India in Ot-
tawa also issued a strong

statement on Monday con-
demning the recent attack
on Brampton’s Hindu Sabha
temple by “anti-India” ele-
ments. This incident dis-
rupted a consular event co-
organised by the Hindu
Sabha Mandir and the In-
dian consulate. In its state-
ment, the High Commission
remarked, “We have seen
violent disruption, orches-
trated by anti-India ele-
ments outside the consular
camp co-organised with the
Hindu Sabha Mandir in
Brampton, near Toronto.”

ENSURE JUSTICE AND UPHOLD
RULE OF LAW, SAYS MODI

NEW DELHI: Prime Minis-
ter Narendra Modi
slammed the attack on a
temple by a pro-Khalistani
mob in Canada and asked
the government there to
ensure justice and uphold
the rule of law.

In a post on X, Modi
also flayed the “cowardly
attempts” to intimidate
Indian diplomats. He said,
“I strongly condemn the
deliberate attack on a
Hindu temple in Canada.
Equally appalling are the
cowardly attempts to in-
timidate our diplomats.

Such acts of violence will
never weaken India’s re-
solve.” He added, “We ex-
pect the Canadian gov-
ernment to ensure justice
and uphold the rule of
law.” Official sources
noted that this is the first
statement by Modi since
the recent slump in India-
Canada ties over the
North American country’s
alleged support to Khalis-
tani separatists and its
accusation of India's in-
volvement in the killing of
Hardeep Singh Nijjar, a
Khalistani separatist. PTI

Election Day is nearly upon
us. The final votes in the
2024 presidential election
will be cast on Tuesday. In a
deeply divided nation, the
election is a true toss-up be-
tween Democrat Kamala
Harris and Republican Don-
ald Trump. 

The electoral battle be-
tween Kamala Harris and
Donald Trump appears to
have gone to the wire, ac-
cording to latest opinion
polls. Harris, 60, is the nom-

inee of the Democratic
Party and Trump, 78, is the
Republican nominee. Their
party members and support
bases are united with their
respective parties, and inde-
pendent votes might decide
who would be the next oc-
cupant of the White House.
To win the elections, a can-
didate needs 270 of the elec-
toral college votes. Latest
opinion polls indicate that
the elections will be de-
cided by the results in
Seven battle ground States.

Metro rail services on the
Blue Line route between
Nagole and Hitec City-
Raidurg via Begumpet were
hit by delays ranging from
13-15 minutes due to techni-
cal issues on Monday.

We’re
pleased to inform you that
normal operations have re-
sumed. Thank you for your
patience and cooperation
and we regret any incon-
venience caused. Safe trav-
els!,” the Hyderabad Metro
Rail said.

Highest per day ridership 
Meanwhile, the Hyder-

abad Metro achieved its
highest-ever daily ridership

of 5.60 lakh passengers on
August 14. In its latest finan-
cial results for Q2FY2025,
the metro saw an improve-
ment in average ridership,
rising to 4.68 lakh passen-
gers per day, up from 4.32
lakh in Q1FY2025. During
the earnings call, P Ramakr-
ishnan, Head of Investor Re-
lations at L&T, highlighted
that this growth in ridership
also surpassed Q2FY2024’s
daily average of 4.62 lakh. 

Despite the record rider-
ship, Larsen & Toubro Lim-
ited (L&T), reported a con-
solidated loss at the Profit
After Tax (PAT) level of Rs
2.07 billion for the quarter
ending September, a reduc-
tion from the Rs 2.14 billion
net loss recorded in
Q1FY2025 and a marked im-
provement compared to the
Rs 3.35 billion loss in
Q1FY2024.

Jilted lover attacks woman with knife in Medak

A 21-year-old woman was
attacked by a youngster, al-
legedly after she rejected his
proposal, at a government
degree college in Medak on
Monday. The victim, Divya
Kripa (21), a resident of
Avusulapally in Medak
town, had arrived at the ex-

amination centre in the col-
lege at around 8 am to take
an open university first-year
examination. 

The accused, Chaitanya,
who reportedly arrived
from Hyderabad, talked
with her for a while and sud-
denly attacked her with a
knife. She sustained deep
wounds on her hand in the
incident. 

Divya Kripa reached the
government hospital with
the help of some locals.
Later, she was shifted to Hy-
derabad for better treat-
ment. Since Chaitanya was
carrying a knife with him,
the police believed that he
had come pre-planned to at-
tack her. The accused fled
the spot after attacking her.
Divya Kripa resided in Hy-

derabad until a few years
ago with her parents — Kr-
ishnaveni and Kumar. How-
ever, they returned to their
native place while Kumar
shuttled between Hyder-
abad and Medak. Divya
Kripa reportedly came in
touch with Chaitanya when
they were in Hyderabad. 

In her statement, Divya
Kripa said Chaitanya at-

tacked her when she re-
fused his proposal. How-
ever, police say she had
reached the college centre
at 8 am, though her exami-
nation was scheduled for 1
pm, and met Chaitanya. The
police were probing into the
incident to find out what ex-
actly happened. The inci-
dent triggered panic on the
campus.

36 killed as bus falls
into gorge in U’khand 
MARCHULA: A packed beyond-capacity bus carrying
passengers returning to work after Diwali fell into a deep
gorge in Uttarakhand’s Almora district on Monday, killing
at least 36 of the over 60 people on board. Twenty-six peo-
ple were injured, four of them critically, when the 43-seater
bus, operated by the private Garhwal Motor Owners Union,
was on its way from Pauri in Garhwal region to Ramnagar
in Kumaon about 250 km away. The bus plunged into a 200-
metre gorge in Almora’s Marchula area 35 km before its
destination Ramnagar, District Magistrate Alok Kumar
Pandey  said.
