Telangana’s capital expen-
diture for 2024-25 turned re-
gressive under the Congress
government as compared to
the previous financial year
during the BRS regime. The
capital expenditure shows a
significant surge in October,
helping narrow the gap with
last year’s spending. How-
ever, the overall progress
continues to lag.

By October 2024, the
State recorded Rs 17,283.69
crore in capital expenditure,
substantially lower than Rs
25,790.33 crore for the same
period in 2023-24. While Oc-
tober alone contributed Rs
7,759.59 crore — nearly half
of the year’s total so far —
the earlier months saw
lower spending, particularly
in August and September.
For instance, August 2024
expenditure stood at just Rs
556.31 crore this year com-
pared to Rs 5,069.59 crore in
2023-24.

The sluggish start, with
April-July 2024 spending at
Rs 7,358.52 crore against Rs
13,073.95 crore in 2023,
points to cautious fiscal
management and potential

04% in Cyberabad

The crime rate in Cyber-
abad Commissionerate of
Telangana witnessed an
alarming rise of 64 per cent
in 2024 compared to seven
per cent the previous year.

The Cyberabad Police
registered 37,689 cases this
year as against 22,859 in
2023. The cybercrime cases
almost doubled during the
year, with a total of 11,914
cases registered in which
people lost around Rs 780
crore.

Cyberabad Commis-
sioner of Police Avinash
Mohanty said the police
adopted a ‘free registration
of FIR approach’ and hence,
an increase in the number of
cases. “We are registering
cases for every complaint
received at the police sta-
tion. Of the total 37,689

cases registered this year,
cybercrimes constituted 32
per cent and 11,914 FIRs is-
sued,” he said.

PM to lay stone for
river linking project

Ken-Betwa
project is the
first under
national river
interlinking
policy

Prime Minister Narendra
Modi will on Wednesday
lay the foundation stone of
the Ken-Betwa river linking
project, the first such initia-
tive under the national river
interlinking policy, at Kha-
juraho in Madhya Pradesh.
Nearly 44 lakh people in 10
districts of Madhya Pradesh
and 211akh in Uttar Pradesh
will get drinking water
under the project, which is
estimated to cost Rs 44,605
crore, MP Chief Minister
Mohan Yadav said on Tues-
day.

Nearly 7.18 lakh farmer
families of 2,000 villages
will benefit from the project,
which will also generate 103
MW of hydropower and 27
MW of solar energy, he said.
“Prime Minister Modi is
coming to Khajuraho in
Chhatarpur district on De-
cember 25 to lay the founda-
tion of this project which
will change the image and
destiny of Bundelkhand in
Madhya Pradesh and Uttar

Nearly 44 lakh people in 10 districts of Madhya Pradesh and
21 lakh in Uttar Pradesh will get drinking water under the project.

Pradesh,” Yadav said.

The Ken-Betwa Link
Project is a unique example
of cooperation and coordi-
nation between the Central
government, Madhya
Pradesh, and Uttar Pradesh,
he said. Prime Minister
Modi has taken the initiative
to realise the dream of for-
mer PM late Atal Bihari Va-
jpayee of the river linking
campaign, Yadav added.

Through this project,
farmers will get ample
water for irrigation and it
will also provide sufficient
water for drinking and in-
dustrial uses.

Along with the economic
and social development of
the area, tourism will also be
promoted and new employ-
ment opportunities will be

created. The situation of
groundwater in the drought-
hit Bundelkhand region will
also improve, the Chief Min-
ister said. Yadav said Ken-
Betwa is the largest irriga-
tion project in the country,
adopting an underground
pressurised pipe irrigation
system.

Under the project, a 77-
metre high and 2.13 kilome-
tres long Daudhan dam and
two tunnels (upper level 1.9
km and lower level 1.1 km)
will be constructed on the
Kenriver in the Panna Tiger
Reserve. The dam will store
2,853 million cubic metres of
water, the CM said. The sur-
plus Ken water will be
transferred to the Betwa
river through the 221-km-
long link canal.

5 soldiers killed in Jammu mishap

Five soldiers were killed and
5othersinjured inaroad ac-
cident in J&K’s Poonch dis-
trict on Tuesday.

After receiving the
distress call, the quick reac-
tion team of 11 MLI immedi-
ately reached the spot and
undertook rescue and relief
operations,” an official said.
