Congress does U-turn
on four schemes

To launch them in one village in every mandal on saturation mode

In yet another ‘U’-turn from
its earlier announcement of
launching four schemes on

benefits under the different
schemes.

Farmer ends life
over loan waiver

A 59-year-old farmer died
by suicide as he was al-
legedly depressed over his
inability to repay mounting
debts at Varthamannur vil-
lage on Saturday.
Bazarhathnoor Sub-In-
spector Apparao said Maila-
rapu Narsaiah was found
hanging from a tree in his
agriculture field. He was
distressed over the financial
crisis caused by the delay in
the crop loan waiver and
Rythu Bharosa investment
support scheme, with which
he was planning to repay his
debts. Narsaiah grew the
cotton and red gram crops
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on his 6 acres of land and
took another 3 acres on
lease from another farmer
by borrowing a loan of
around Rs 5lakh. He report-
edly registered losses in
farming due to a dip in the
yield of cotton produce. He
is survived by his wife and
three children.

Narsaiah’s wife Prameela,
lodged a complaint with the
police. A case was regis-
tered. Investigations were
taken up. Incidentally, this
is the seventh case of sui-
cide by a farmer in the dis-
trict in the last couple of
months. Gode Govind Rao,
45, took the drastic step by
consuming pesticide at his
farm.

Car runs over
people sleeping on
pavement, I dead

A car went out of control
and ran over people sleeping
on the footpath killing one
person and injuring two oth-
ers near Basavatarakam
Indo-American Cancer Hos-
pital in Banjara Hills early on
Saturday. The accident oc-
curred around 4 am, when
the vehicle, Mahindra Thar,
heading towards Jubilee
Hills, lost control and veered
onto the pavement.

According to the police,
the car first crashed into the
pavement and with the same
speed, ran over people
sleeping on it. One person, a
middle-aged man, sustained
grievous bleeding injuries
and died on the spot and oth-
ers escaped with injuries.
They were found to be pa-
tient attendants who were
resting on the roadside.

The driver fled the scene
immediately after the acci-
dent, abandoning the vehi-
cle, which was heavily dam-
aged. Preliminary
investigations indicate the
accident was caused by rash
and negligent driving. The
Banjara Hills police exam-
ined the CCTV footage from
the area to trace the vehicle
and driver.

Hamas frees four
women Israeli soldiers

Hamas militants handed
over four captive women Is-
raeli soldiers to the Red
Cross in Gaza City on Satur-
day after parading them in
front of a crowd. Israel fol-
lowed with the release of
200 Palestinian prisoners or
detainees as part of the frag-
ile ceasefire in Gaza Strip.
The four Israeli soldiers
smiled broadly as they
waved and gave the thumbs-
up from a stage in Gaza
City’s Palestine Square, mil-
itants on either side of them
and a crowd of thousands
watching before they were
led off to waiting Red Cross
vehicles. They were likely
acting under duress, with
previously released
hostages saying they were
held in brutal conditions
